No. By December 31, 2011, you must have taken and earmed minimum scores on all
five current content area tests [Language Arts, Reading; Language Arts, Writing; Social
Studies; Science; and Mathematics] and the minimum average score, or you will need
to take the entire 2012 Series test battery — all five tests.

CHANGES: What will be difierent about the new GED Tests in 20127

The Tests will continue to test academic achievement in Writing, Reading, Mathematics,
Science, and Social Studies but will reflect an emphasis on informational texts, higher-order
thinking skills, and more constructed response questions.
